| refer to your Official Information Act request dated 18 February 2022 where you requested
information from Hawke’s Bay District Health Board (HBDHB). Your questions and HBDHB’s
response is provided below:

1. Current employed psychologist FTE and headcount and a table showing how many
psychologists are employed on each step of the scale.

Hawke’s Bay DHB employs 15 (11.10 FTE) psychologists. They are currently sitting at the
following steps:

One at Step 3, two at Step 4, two at Step 7, three at Step 8, two at Step 9, one at Step 10, two
at Step 11, one at Step 12 and one at Step 13.

2. Employed psychologist turnover from 1 February 2021 to 1 February 2022.

A total of nine psychologists — totalling 4.70 FTE have left the DHB during the above 12 month
period.

3. Current number of vacant FTE for psychologists.

There are currently 3.0 FTE vacancies for psychologists.

4. How the total FTE of psychologists employed by the DHB is distributed and the location
where the FTE is based (e.g. five FTE in adult community mental health in Tauranga, one FTE
in inpatient mental health in Whangarei, two FTE in child and adolescent mental health in
Orewa).

Of the current headcount (question 1) distribution is as follows:

0.50 Oncology

2.30 Child Development

0.70 Community Mental Health — Wairoa
2.00 Community Mental Health — Napier
1.80 Community Mental Health — Hastings
3.20 Child and Family Team

0.30 Te Ara Manapou (PPS)

0.30 Emergency Mental Health Service
