| refer to your Official Information Act request transferred to district health boards by the Ministry of
Health on 1 March 2022 where you requested information from Hawke’s Bay District Health Board
(HBDHB). Your questions and HBDHB's response is provided below:

“Data on how many ICU beds NZ had as at 1.1.2020 and again ICU beds in NZ as at 18.1.2022. | would
like this data to include bed numbers that can actually be used vs allocated beds that cannot be staffed.”

Hawke’s Bay District Health Board has seven ICU and four HDU beds which are fully staffed and funded.
Additionally, two HDU beds were commissioned in April 2021.

*Please note, these statistics are business as usual ICU/HDU capacity. However, the DHB also has a COVID-
19 preparedness model whereby an additional 17 beds within a dedicated COVID-19 ward, Ruakopito, can
be mobilised. These care spaces have the capacity to operate at ICU level if required. This ward was
